GENERAL NOTES
The following Standard Sheets have been modified: none.

Signs, markings, delineators and signals conform to details shown on the plans, the
TMUTCD, the Compliant Work Zone Traffic Control Device List (CWZTCDL), the
Department’s Standard Sheets, “Standard Highway Sign Designs for Texas” and "Sign
Crew Field Book." These publications are available from the Department's Traffic
Operations Division.

Locate the project bulletin board at an approved location within the project limits such as
at a field office, staging area, or stockpile, and make accessible to the public at all
times. Do not remove the bulletin board from the project until approved.

Moving, but non-mobile operations such as raised pavement marker removal and
paving will proceed in the direction of traffic unless otherwise directed by the Engineer.

Provide weekly payroll and compliance statement in a timely manner after the end of
the payroll period for Contractor and Subcontractor employees. If payrolls are not
consistently provided in a timely manner, the monthly Contractor payment may be
withheld until payrolls are received. Any payment that was withheld will not be paid until
the following month.

Do not use salt water with solids in excess of 10,000 parts per million, as determined by
evaporation.

All motor vehicle equipment having an obstructed view to the rear shall have a reverse
signal alarm audible above the surrounding noise level.

Item 5, “Control of the Work”
Responsibility for construction surveying shall conform to Article 5.6.C, “Method C.”
Item 8, “Prosecution and Progress”

The number of working days allowed to complete this project and interim milestones, if
any, was calculated using a conceptual time determination schedule. A copy of the time
determination schedule may be obtained by qualified bidders by sending a request to
the following email address: SJT-ShopPlanReview@txdot.gov. The time determination
schedule is provided for informational use only and is not intended for bidding or
construction purposes. The time determination schedule assumes generic resources,
production rates and sequences of construction. The time determination schedule also
assumes average weather conditions that may be based on historic data for the project
location. The work is scheduled in accordance with the traffic control plan and sequence
of work included in the proposal. Errors or omissions in the time determination schedule
will not be allowed as the basis of a claim for additional contract time.

Item 9, “Measurement and Payment”

Provide a conversion rate for units of payment for work subcontracted to disadvantaged
business enterprises if units of payments differ from those shown on the plans.

The progress payment period shall end two working days before the last working day of
the month. Deliver invoices to be paid as material on hand on or before the end of the
progress payment period.

Item 502, “Barricades, Signs and Traffic Handling”

Provide flaggers at such times and locations as directed to ensure the safe passage of
traffic through construction areas. When flaggers are used to control traffic, use
"FLAGGER AHEAD" (FCW20-7a) signs and “BE PREPARED TO STOP” (CW20-7b)
signs. Flaggers shall use 24 in. STOP/SLOW paddles.

Furnish regulatory speed limit signs. The Engineer will determine placement locations
and will provide supervision to the Contractor in placing, removing and replacing these
signs. The construction speed zones are as follows:

80 mph day

Shadow, lead, trail, and ramp control vehicles shown on the plans are required.
Duplicate warning signs are not required on the median side of freeways.

Cones may be used as the typical channelizing device.

Item 506, “Temporary Erosion, Sedimentation, and Environmental Controls”

No appreciable soil disturbance at predictable locations is expected, and the project
gualifies for a Blanket Categorical Exclusion (BCE). Therefore, no temporary erosion
control measures or Storm Water Pollution Prevention Plan (SW3P) have been included
in the plans.

Reference existing markings before performing work that disturbs the markings, so that
the markings can be re-established.

Item 3150, “Warranted Microsurfacing”

Cover or protect railings, bridge joints, utility covers, railroad crossings, and exposed
concrete such as curbs, bridge approach slabs, bridge decks, sidewalks and concrete
pavement.
