Midtown Express Groundbreaking

Local and state officials broke ground April 27
on the $847 million Midtown Express. The
28-mile project will improve mobility by
expanding SH 183 from SH 121 in Tarrant
County to Interstate 35E in Dallas, as well as
SH 114 from SH 183 to SH 121/International
Parkway and portions of Loop 12 from SH 183
to I-35E. The interim project includes design,
reconstruction and rehabilitation of deter-
iorating roadways and the addition of
TEXpress lanes. It is estimated for completion
in 2018.

FM 1938 Groundbreaking

Local officials, community and business
leaders broke ground April 10 on the FM 1938
north extension from Randol Mill Avenue
to FM 1709. The $21 million project is the
second of two phases to extend FM 1938 from
FM 1709 to SH 114. This project will
reconstruct the existing Randol Mill Avenue
from one lane in each direction to a four-lane
divided roadway with a raised curb median.
The cities of Keller, Southlake, Trophy Club
and Westlake, Tarrant County, NCTCOG and
TxDOT  coordinated the  environmental
process, design, right of way and utilities, and
TxDOT will oversee the construction. The
1.6-mile project is estimated for completion

in 2017. The first project, from SH 114 to
Randol Mill Avenue, was completed in 2012.

New Transportation Commissioners

Safety Projects

The Fort Worth District will add shoulders to
64 centerline miles of highway in 2015 as
part of TxDOT’s safety initiative to reduce
collisions and save lives. Highways soon under
construction are SH 6 in Erath County;
FM 2580 in Hood County; FM 1807, FM 1902,
FM 2738 and FM 3136 in Johnson County;
FM 2201 and FM 2353 in Palo Pinto County;
FM 1885 in Parker County; and U.S. 81 in
Wise County for $42 million. Fatalities on two-
lane highways have been significantly reduced
in recent years as TxDOT has widened and
added shoulders to its rural highways.

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onstruction on SH 360 south of I-20 to U.S. 287 is

estimated to begin in fall 2015 as part of a public-

public partnership between TxDOT, the North Texas
Tollway Authority (NTTA) and the North Central Texas Council
of Governments.

The initial SH 360 project will add two toll lanes in each
direction from approximately two miles south of |1-20 near East
Sublett Road to U.S. 287. In addition, the project will provide
intersection improvements and continuous non-tolled frontage
roads throughout the corridor.

The project will also add U.S. 287 north and southbound main- T E X A S
lane bridges over SH 360 and a portion of the U.S. 287 north-

bound frontage road and ramps.

The $300 million project is scheduled to reach substantial
completion in late 2017 and will be constructed through a
design-build approach providing needed safety improvements,
