The Texas Department of Transportation (TxDOT) will conduct a public meeting to discuss proposed improvements to US 90A from SH 6 to Loop 762 which consist of a proposed design change at US 90A and SH 99 in Fort Bend County, Texas. The existing facility at US 90A and SH 99 consists of a depressed, signalized interchange.  The proposed design change includes a multi-level interchange.  Additional right-of-way (ROW) would be required for the proposed design change.  The purpose of this meeting is to present the proposed design and to gather public input.

Representatives from the TxDOT Right-of-Way Division will be available to discuss procedures, benefits, programs, and other needed information regarding land acquisition.
