The Texas Department of Transportation (TxDOT) Beaumont District, as the lead agency, is proposing to reconstruct 
and expand I-10 from Walden Road (County Road 131) to 7th Street and US 69 from Fannett Road (State Highway 
124) to 11th Street in Jefferson County, Texas. This notice advises the public that a draft environmental assessment 
(EA) is available for public review and that TxDOT will be conducting a virtual public hearing on the proposed project. 
The virtual hearing will be held via pre-recorded presentation that will be available starting Tuesday, April 28, 2020, 
at 5:30 p.m. To participate in the virtual public hearing, go to the following web address www.txdot.gov and Search: 
10/69 Interchanges Virtual Public Hearing at the date and time indicated above. Project staff will provide a pre-
recorded video presentation regarding the project. The video will include both audio and visual components.  
 
If you do not have internet access, you may call (409) 898-5732 to ask questions about the project and access project 
materials at any time during the project development process.  
 
Members of the public may also call (409) 898-5880 and verbally provide testimony: the voicemail will only be 
available from 6 p.m. to 9 p.m. on Tuesday, April 28, 2020 immediately following the virtual public hearing 
presentation. Formal written comments may also be provided by mail, email or online as explained below. All verbally-
provided testimony and timely written comments submitted by mail, email or online will be included as part of the 
official record for this hearing and project, and considered by TxDOT. Responses to verbally provided testimony and 
comments will be prepared by TxDOT, included as part of the hearing and project record, and made available online. 
The purpose of the hearing is to present the planned improvements and to receive public comment on the proposed 
project.  
 
The proposed project would widen I-10 from Walden Road (County Road 131) to 7th Street and widen US 69 from 
Fannett Road (State Highway 124) to 11th Street. Between the Cardinal Drive and Eastex Freeway interchanges, the 
roadway would be widened in each direction from four lanes to five lanes. The roadway approaches to the Cardinal 
Drive and Eastex Freeway interchanges on I-10 and US 69 would be widened in each direction from two lanes to three 
lanes. The project also includes new frontage roads for continuity throughout the limits, relocating I-10 ramps, and 
constructing two-lane direct connectors in each direction where I-10 and US 69 converge within the project limits. In 
addition, the project includes the removal of the Maury Meyers Bridge (Liberty/Laurel Overpass) to address a height 
constraint for freight movements and includes upgrading drainage to meet current design standards. The total project 
length is approximately 5 miles. 
 
Existing right of way (ROW) at the Eastex Freeway interchange varies from approximately 250 feet to 350 feet. Existing 
ROW at the Cardinal interchange varies from approximately 290 feet to 450 feet. Approximately 11 acres of additional 
ROW is anticipated as part of the proposed project, mostly within the Eastex Freeway interchange, including potential 
easements or ROW for drainage. The ROW would remain unchanged at the Cardinal Drive interchange, but the ROW 
at the Eastex Freeway interchange is proposed to increase approximately 250 feet at its widest part. The proposed 
project would displace 41 commercial businesses and one government office within 12 commercial properties. No 
residential displacements are anticipated. Information about the TxDOT Relocation Assistance Program, benefits and 
services for displacees, as well as information about the tentative schedules for ROW acquisition and construction 
can be obtained from the TxDOT district office at the address listed below or by calling (409) 898-5732. Relocation 
assistance is available for displaced persons and businesses.

Waters of the United States (WOUS) and wetlands are located within the proposed project area and may be impacted 
by the proposed project. Impacts to WOUS and wetlands would be authorized under a U. S. Army Corps of Engineers 
(USACE) Section 404 Permit. Permanent impacts would be minimized to the greatest extent possible and all 
permanent fills would comply with conditions of Section 401 and 404 of the Clean Water Act. The proposed project is 
within a Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) designated 100-year floodway and the FEMA-designated 
100-year floodplain. The hydraulic design for this project would be in accordance with current FHWA and TxDOT design 
policies.  
 
The draft EA, maps showing the project location and design, tentative construction schedules, and other information 
regarding the project are available online at www.txdot.gov using keywords 10/69 Interchanges Virtual Public Hearing.  
 
TxDOT makes every reasonable effort to accommodate the needs of the public. The virtual public hearing pre-recorded 
video will be presented in English. If you have a special accommodation or need for an interpreter, a request can be 
made. If you have a disability and need assistance, special arrangements can also be made to accommodate most 
needs.

Written comments may also be submitted 
by email to bmtprojects@txdot.gov. All written comments must be received on or before Wednesday, May 13, 2020. 
Additionally, as stated above, members of the public may call (409) 898-5880 and verbally provide testimony from 6 
p.m. to 9 p.m. immediately following the posting of the virtual hearing pre-recorded video. Responses to written 
comments received and public testimony provided will be available online at www.txdot.gov using keywords 10/69 
Interchanges Virtual Public Hearing once they have been prepared.

El Departamento de Transporte de Texas (TxDOT), Distrito de Beaumont, en tanto organismo coordinador, está proponiendo 
reconstruir y expandir la autopista I-10 desde la Carretera Walden (Carretera rural 131) hasta la Calle 7 y la autopista US 69 
desde la Carretera Fannett (Autopista Estatal 124) hasta la Calle 11 en el Condado de Jefferson, Texas. Este aviso le 
comunica al público que se encuentra disponible al público una Evaluación Ambiental preliminar, y que el TxDOT llevará a 
cabo una audiencia pública virtual relacionada con el proyecto propuesto. La audiencia virtual se realizará mediante una 
presentación previamente grabada que estará disponible a partir del día martes 28 de abril de 2020 a las 5:30 p.m. Para 
participar de la audiencia virtual, ingrese a la siguiente página web: www.txdot.gov y busque: 10/69 Interchanges Virtual 
Public Hearing el día y la fecha antes mencionados. Miembros del personal del proyecto darán una presentación en video 
previamente grabada acerca del proyecto. El video tendrá componentes visuales y auditivos (audio y video).

El 
TxDOT preparará respuestas a los testimonios orales y los comentarios, las cuales serán incluidas como parte del acta de la 
audiencia y del proyecto y estarán disponibles en línea. El objeto de la audiencia es presentar las mejoras planificadas y 
recibir los comentarios del público acerca del proyecto propuesto.  
 
El proyecto propuesto ensancharía la I-10 desde la Carretera Walden (Carretera rural 131) hasta la Calle 7 y la autopista US 
69 desde la carretera Fannett (Autopista Estatal 124) hasta la Calle 11. Entre los nodos viales de Cardinal Drive y la Autopista 
Eastex, la carretera se ensancharía en ambos sentidos, pasando de tener cuatro carriles a tener cinco carriles. Los accesos 
a las carreteras a los nodos viales de Cardinal Drive y la Autopista Eastex en la I-10 y US 69 se ensancharían en ambos 
sentidos, pasando de tener dos carriles a tener tres carriles. El proyecto también incluye nuevas carreteras laterales para 
tener continuidad a lo largo de los límites, reubicando las rampas de la autopista I-10, y construyendo conectores directos 
de dos carriles en cada sentido donde convergen la I-10 y la US 69 dentro de los límites del proyecto. Asimismo, el proyecto 
incluye la eliminación del Puente Maury Meyers (Paso a desnivel Liberty/Laurel) para solucionar la restricción de altura para 
los transportes de cargas, e incluye la mejora de los drenajes para cumplir con los estándares actuales de diseño. El largo 
total del proyecto es de aproximadamente 5 millas.  
 
El derecho de vía actual en el nodo vial en la Autopista Eastex varía entre 250 y 350 pies, aproximadamente. El derecho de 
vía actual en el nodo vial Cardinal varía entre 290 y 450 pies, aproximadamente. Se prevé que habrá aproximadamente unos 
11 acres de derecho de vía adicional como parte del proyecto propuesto, mayormente dentro del nodo vial de la Autopista 
Eastex, incluyendo posibles servidumbres o derechos de vía para drenaje. El derecho de vía no se modificaría en el nodo vial 
de Cardinal Drive, pero se propone que el derecho de vía en la Autopista Eastex se incremente aproximadamente 250 pies 
en su parte más ancha. El proyecto propuesto desplazaría 41 empresas comerciales y una oficina gubernamental dentro de 
12 propiedades comerciales. No se prevé ningún desplazamiento residencial. Se puede obtener información acerca del 
programa de asistencia para la reubicación del TxDOT, los beneficios y servicios para todos los desplazados, así como 
información acerca de los cronogramas tentativos para la adquisición y construcción de los derechos de vía en la oficina del 
distrito del TxDOT, ubicada en la dirección señalada a continuación, o llamando al (409) 898-5732. Hay disponibilidad de 
ayuda para la reubicación para las personas y comercios desplazados.  
 
Dentro del área del proyecto propuesto hay aguas de los Estados Unidos (WOUS) y humedales, los cuales podrían ser 
afectados por el proyecto propuesto. Los impactos a las aguas de los Estados Unidos y humedales estarían autorizados bajo

el Permiso de la Sección 404 del Cuerpo de Ingenieros de los Estados Unidos (USACE, por sus siglas en inglés). Se reducirían 
al mínimo posible los impactos permanentes, y todos los rellenos permanentes cumplirían con las condiciones de las 
Secciones 401 y 404 de la CWA (Ley de Agua Limpia). El proyecto propuesto está dentro de un aliviadero de 100 años según 
la designación de la Agencia Federal para el Manejo de Emergencias (FEMA, por sus siglas en inglés), y la llanura aluvial 
designada por FEMA. El diseño hidráulico para este proyecto estaría en concordancia con las políticas actuales de diseño de 
la FHWA y el TxDOT. 
 
La Evaluación Ambiental preliminar, los mapas que muestran la ubicación y el diseño del proyecto, los cronogramas tentativos 
de construcción y demás información relativa al proyecto están disponibles en línea en www.txdot.gov bajo las palabras clave 
10/69 Interchanges Virtual Public Hearing. 
 
El TxDOT hace todos los esfuerzos posibles para atender las necesidades del público. El video previamente grabado de la 
audiencia pública virtual se presentará en inglés.

Sở giao thông vận tải Texas (TxDOT) Khu Beaumont, với tư cách là cơ quan đứng đầu, đang đề xuất việc tái thiết và mở 
rộng I-10 từ Walden Road (Xa lộ quận 131) đến 7th Street và US 69 từ Fannett Road (Xa lộ tiểu bang 124) đến 11th Street 
tại Quận Jefferson, tiểu bang Texas. Thông báo này cho công chúng biết rằng dự thảo đánh giá môi trường (EA) đã có sẵn 
để xem xét công khai và TxDOT sẽ tổ chức buổi điều trần ảo về dự án được đề xuất trước công chúng. Buổi điều trần ảo 
sẽ được tổ chức thông qua bài thuyết trình được ghi sẵn và sẽ có vào Thứ Ba, ngày 28 tháng Tư, năm 2020, lúc 5:30 
chiều. Để tham gia buổi điều trần công khai ảo này, hãy truy cập địa chỉ web sau www.txdot.gov và Tìm kiếm: 10/69 
Interchanges Virtual Public Hearing vào ngày giờ đã nêu trên. Nhân viên dự án sẽ cung cấp một bài thuyết trình được 
thu sẵn về dự án. Đoạn video sẽ bao gồm cả thành phần âm thanh và hình ảnh.

Tất cả các phát biểu bằng lời nói và ý kiến bằng văn bản được gửi kịp thời qua thư hoặc email sẽ được đưa vào như một 
phần của hồ sơ chính thức cho buổi điều trần này cũng như của dự án, và được xem xét bởi TxDOT. Các phản hồi cho 
phát biểu bằng lời nói và ý kiến bằng văn bản sẽ được TxDOT chuẩn bị, bao gồm như một phần của hồ sơ điều trần và dự 
án, và được cung cấp trực tuyến. Mục đích của buổi điều trần là trình bày những cải thiện theo kế hoạch và đón nhận ý 
kiến của công chúng về dự án được đề xuất.  

Dự án đề xuất sẽ mở rộng I-10 từ Walden Road (Xa lộ quận 131) đến 7th Street và mở rộng US 69 từ Fannett Road (Xa 
lộ tiểu bang 124) đến 11th Street. Giữa nút giao thông Cardinal Drive và Xa lộ Eastex, đường sẽ được mở rộng ở mỗi 
hướng từ bốn làn lên năm làn. Lối vào nút giao thông Cardinal Drive và Xa lộ Eastex trên I-10 và US 69 sẽ được mở rộng 
về mỗi hướng từ hai làn lên ba làn. Dự án cũng bao gồm cả việc xây đường gom mới để đảm bảo tính liên tục ở khắp khu 
vực ranh giới, di chuyển đường dốc I-10 và xây dựng các đoạn nối thẳng gồm hai làn về mỗi hướng tại nơi mà I-10 và US 
69 giao nhau trong khu vực ranh giới dự án. Ngoài ra, dự án còn bao gồm cả việc dỡ bỏ Cầu Maury Meyers (Cầu vượt 
Libery/Laurel) để giải quyết vấn đề giới hạn chiều cao khi vận chuyển hàng hóa và bao gồm cả việc nâng cấp hệ thống 
thoát nước để đáp ứng tiêu chuẩn thiết kế hiện hành. Tổng chiều dài dự án là xấp xỉ 5 dặm. 

Đất lưu không (ROW) hiện tại ở nút giao thông Xa lộ Eastex không đồng đều, nằm trong khoảng từ 250 feet đến 350 feet. 
ROW hiện tại ở nút giao thông Cardinal không đồng đều, nằm trong khoảng từ 290 feet đến 450 feet. Dự đoán sẽ có thêm 
khoảng 11 mẫu Anh ROW như là một phần trong dự án đề xuất, chủ yếu nằm trong phạm vi nút giao thông Xa lộ Eastex, 
bao gồm cả đất trưng dụng hoặc ROW có thể có cho hệ thống thoát nước. ROW tại nút giao thông Cardinal Drive sẽ giữ 
nguyên không thay đổi. Tuy nhiên, ROW tại nút giao thông Xa lộ Eastex được đề xuất tăng khoảng 250 feet ở phần rộng 
nhất. Dự án đề xuất sẽ di dời 41 doanh nghiệp thương mại và một văn phòng chính phủ trong 12 khu đất thương mại. Dự 
đoán sẽ không có di dời nhà ở. Thông tin về Chương trình hỗ trợ di dời TxDOT, quyền lợi và dịch vụ dành cho những đối 
tượng bị di dời cũng như thông tin về lịch trình sơ bộ đối với việc thu hồi đất ROW và xây dựng được cung cấp tại văn 
phòng khu TxDOT tại địa chỉ bên dưới. Hỗ trợ di dời được cung cấp cho các cá nhân và doanh nghiệp bị di dời.  

Nguồn nước tại Hoa Kỳ (WOUS) và vùng đất ngập nước đều nằm trong khu vực dự án đề xuất và có thể bị ảnh hưởng bởi

dự án đề xuất. Ảnh hưởng đến WOUS và vùng đất ngập nước là được phép theo Giấy phép Mục 404 của Công binh lục 
quân Hoa Kỳ (USACE). Những ảnh hưởng mang tính lâu dài sẽ được giảm xuống mức thấp nhất có thể và toàn bộ công 
tác lấp đất vĩnh viễn sẽ tuân thủ các điều kiện trong Mục 401 và 404 của Đạo luật về nước sạch. Dự án đề xuất nằm trong 
hành lang tháo lũ 100 năm được Cơ quan quản lý tình trạng khẩn cấp liên bang (FEMA) chỉ định và bãi bồi 100 năm được 
FEMA chỉ định. Thiết kế thủy lợi của dự án này sẽ tuân thủ theo chính sách thiết kế hiện hành của FHWA và TxDOT.  

Dự thảo EA, bản đồ thể hiện vị trí và thiết kế của dự án, tiến độ thi công dự kiến và các thông tin khác liên quan đến dự án 
đều có sẵn trực tuyến tại www.txdot.gov bằng cách sử dụng từ khóa 10/69 Interchanges Virtual Public Hearing.  

TxDOT sẽ đưa ra mọi nỗ lực hợp lý để đáp ứng các nhu cầu của công chúng. Buổi điều trần công khai ảo qua video ghi 
sẵn sẽ được trình bày bằng tiếng Anh.
