What is a CROSSWALK WITH PEDESTRIAN 
 SIGNALS?

A marked walkway across a road with traffic signals 
specifically designed to safely regulate the flow of 
vehicles and pedestrians/bicyclists.

When activated by pushing a button, a lighted signal 
provides time for pedestrians and bicyclists to safely 
cross a road.

What is a SHARED-USE PATH?
 A concrete path that is wider than a sidewalk and is 

designed to accommodate the movement of both 
pedestrians and bicyclists.

What is a BUFFER AREA?
 Designated spaces that serve as a safety barrier 

between the road and the sidewalk/shared -use path.
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Environmental constraints are key areas that we need to 
assess and avoid, if possible, when building roadway 
improvements.

TxDOT would avoid or minimize impacts to the greatest 
extent feasible.
