Additionally, Kaufman County and TxDOT are providing an in-person option for individuals who would like to participate in person
instead of online. In-person attendees will be able to view the same presentation which will be playing on a screen, review hard copies
of project materials, ask questions of staff, and leave written comments.

The project is needed because the existing nearby facilities do not provide adequate mobility and regional connectivity between
Kaufman County and the Dallas-Fort Worth metroplex (DFW). Furthermore, the existing nearby facilities cannot accommodate current
and future travel demands.

The proposed project would, subject to final design considerations, require additional right of way and potentially displace three
commercial, one residential, and seven non-residential structures. Relocation assistance is available for displaced persons and
businesses. Information about the tentative schedule for right-of-way acquisition and construction can be obtained by calling

The proposed project would involve construction in wetlands. The proposed project would involve an action in a floodplain.
