Bicycle Lane

Bicycle lanes are onavay
facilities on roadways
that carry bicycle traffic in
the same direction as
adjacent motor vehicle
traffic. Bicycle lanes are
delineated by striped
parallel lines to the
vehicle traffic lane.

Shared-Use Path

Shared Use Paths (SUPs) adjacent
to roadways are located within a
roadway corridor following the
roadway alignment and are
physically separated from motorized
vehicular traffic by a landscaped
buffer or a barrier. SUPs are
generally designed for twavay
travel, because in addition to
bicyclists, users may include inline
skaters, skateboarders, and
pedestrians.
