TxDOT Establishes
Publicly Available

• Within 30 days of 
execution of the VRA, 
TxDOT was required to 
establish a multilingual 
and immediately 
accessible project 
website available in 
English, Spanish, and 
other languages 
requested within the 
corridor. 

• The agreements also 
specify key content to be 
posted.

SCHOOLS
• Detours will be provided for 

sidewalks to schools during 
construction. 

• Work directly with schools to 
provide pickup and drop-off routes

• Provide ombudsman to 
communicate concerns directly 
to TxDOT

• Obtain METRO’s review and 

address comments when bus 
stop needs temporary relocation

• Provide 14 calendar days’ public

Prior to the VRA, TxDOT issued the Record of Decision (ROD) in February 
2020, whereby TxDOT made numerous commitments. In December of 2022, 
TxDOT signed a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) with the City of 
Houston and another with Harris County that outlined enhancements to 
specific ROD commitments. TxDOT and FHWA signed the VRA in March of  
2023. The chart above reflects TxDOT’s commitments and the enhancements 
specified in  the four documents.
