DIRECTOR’S
MESSAGE

The I-20 Texas Corridor Study, conducted by 

the TxDOT TPP Freight, Trade, and Connectivity 

Section along with their consultant partners, 

is identifying multimodal needs and prioritized 

improvements that will facilitate the movement of 

people and goods from east to west Texas. The 

I-20 Texas Corridor Study team began their efforts 

in early 2021 by creating a corridor steering 

committee and three segment working groups. 

The steering committee and working group 

members are comprised of local government 

officials, organizations, community members 

and experts, who were vital in promoting the 

MetroQuest survey and increasing response rates. 

The survey received nearly 8,000 responses from 

all along the corridor. This has been our most 

successful MetroQuest survey to date!

The project team shared the survey by:

Creating fliers with a unique, trackable Quick 

Response (QR) code and distributing them to local 

Travel Information Centers (TICs) - thank you to 

Joan Henderson from Travel division for her help 

on this; 74 participants accessed the survey via 

these fliers

Sending requests to Public Information Officers 

(PIOs) along the I-20 corridor to post to their 

social media and send press releases about the 

survey 

Asking steering committee members and working 

group members to promote the surveys and 

sending them easy to share content and images 

for social media posts and ads for print materials

Key learnings/tips

Created a comprehensive communication plan; 

team was strategic about when content was 

distributed and posted, used engaging messaging 

and graphics

Created a social media campaign: “We would be 

so THANKFUL for your input” coinciding with the 

Thanksgiving holiday 

3,828 participants reported hearing about the 

survey through social media (61% of all those who 

reported); 1,398 participants (22%) mentioned 

hearing about the survey via email

49 people shared the survey through Facebook 

and three people shared through Twitter directly 

from the survey; however, hundreds of people 

shared postings about the survey via their own 

social media accounts

60% of people accessed the survey through 

their mobile device and 40% accessed the 

survey through their computer, which shows how 

important it is that the tools we use are both 

mobile and desktop friendly 

Our highest response days correlated to when 

working group members and news stories came 

out about the survey

Built in time to review participation, geographic 

representation and target areas that were 

not represented – the team did this midway 

and adjusted materials and highlighted 

underrepresented areas to TxDOT PIOs and 

stakeholders

Next steps

The project team is reviewing and analyzing the 

responses. In addition to survey responses, 

more than 21,753 “pins” were dropped on the 

interactive map. This information will be used as 

part of the issues and needs identification and 

help the project team prioritize improvements, as 

well as adjust limits for proposed projects.

The TxDOT TPP Public Involvement section is all 

about setting the bar — and setting it high. We 

are proud to introduce additional tools to the PI 

toolbox that we highlight in this newsletter. This includes 

two additional online engagement platforms to further 

our reach, encouraging the public to engage with us in 

a variety of ways and at their convenience. We’re also 

announcing the new Public Involvement Toolkit, which is an 

all-encompassing set of fillable templates for commonly 

used materials like display ads, fliers and postcards.   

As we all know, virtual opportunities to engage are 

the new standard, offering virtual first, then in- person 

meetings/hearings as needed to ensure we always reach 

a broader and more diverse public audience as previously 

communicated by Executive Director, Marc Williams.

MetroQuest has been a TxDOT PI online survey tool for a few years now with big successes, but the 

agency recently procured Social Pinpoint and Bang the Table — two new tools that provide an enriched 

public experience and opportunity for greater feedback. 

These online engagement platforms can present complex plans and concepts in an inviting, interactive 

format, allowing participants to review information and provide feedback at their own pace.

In brief:

MetroQuest provides a robust survey tool, which goes beyond the abilities of traditional 	    

surveys to provide novel ways for the public to provide project teams with the data they need to drive 

planning and design decisions. 

Social Pinpoint and Bang the Table are social engagement platforms - going beyond a survey-only 

approach to encourage participants to learn more and think critically about a project to drive deeper 

discussion and exploration of ideas. Bang the Table provides eight different tools tailored to different 

degrees of public interaction and discussion, while Social Pinpoint offers five tools largely focused on 

informing and educating. 

We’ve created several helpful documents to explain these new technologies, and our PI Specialists will 

be presenting overviews to each district. Let me know if you’d like us to present a summary of these 

tools to your team. I encourage you to read the detailed article in this newsletter about these tools and 

to check out our new online engagement resources page on Crossroads for more information. These 

resources include a fact sheet on each platform, an online engagement comparison guide, checklists 

and a question guide to help you think through the best strategy (Note to our consultant partners: 

please contact me if you’d like us to send you these resources).

As we all know, the number of projects this year will once again be unparalleled. The virtual and 

in-person events will be critical to educating and involving the public on all our efforts. These new 

tools couldn’t be timelier. With the agency’s directive to “rack ‘em and stack ‘em” and with the new 

infrastructure bill leading to additional project loads, we don’t have the luxury of backtracking – we 

need to be fully ready to execute when the time comes, and this includes our public involvement. The 

bottom line is, it’s more critical than ever to be sure our PI planning is proactive and thorough to avoid 

impacts to our budgets and project plans. 

So, take advantage of these new tools and remember to reach out to us early so that we can continue 

to meet the expectations of the Commission’s PI policy — to provide for purposeful efforts to ensure 

public access to our decision-making processes, and to be creative in our methodologies for reaching 

our diverse state population. We stand ready to assist.

MOST SUCCESSFUL METROQUEST 
SURVEY FOR TxDOT TO DATE: 
I-20 TEXAS CORRIDOR STUDY

The Diversity, Equity, and Inclusion (DEI) section is responsible for developing new employee-focused

Have you ever wanted easier access to create 

dynamic maps for your public involvement efforts? 

TxDOT has created a Statewide Graphic Information 

Systems (GIS) Program team, established to 

empower GIS users and consumers statewide and 

to direct the enterprise geospatial strategy for 

TxDOT. The program focuses on providing the right 

information, tools and support to put TxDOT on the 

map.

Powerful tools include ArcGIS Online (AGO); apps, 

web apps, dashboards and/or Story Maps for your 

public involvement efforts, allowing you to easily 

embed maps created by your GIS counterparts – 

and share with the public. If you are interested in 

enhancing your presentations with dynamic maps, 

or other spatial content, joining the GIS team in a 

Lunch and Learn event is a great place to start (Go 

to date March 22nd from 2-3pm, click on class title 

Introduction to ArcGIS (AGO) Training to add event 

to your calendar) for an ArcGIS Online overview, 

where you can learn more about how this tool might 

benefit your efforts.  

As with anything, ArcGIS Online will take some effort 

to learn and adopt, so be aware there are resources 

at TxDOT to help you leverage GIS for the benefit of

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If you currently have a project page on TxDOT.gov 

or are thinking about developing a project page 

– and you aren’t using GovDelivery to encourage

attention to that page, you’re missing out on a

great way to expand your stakeholder reach in a

measurable way.

GovDelivery is a free tool managed by our 

Web Services team. It’s a web-based e-mail 

subscription management system that allows a 

member of the public (user) to subscribe to news 

and information on the TxDOT website. As the PI 

Section manages TxDOT project web pages, you 

can contact your district PI specialist to set up a 

specific email topic/project, add to your project 

page (shown visually as a “Subscribe to Updates” 

button) and then you can send email “blasts” 

to those who subscribed to that topic list. Email 

blasts are not sent automatically; you can choose 

when to send your email message. What’s more, 

GovDelivery will send an automated “Bulletin 

Analytic Report” that provides detailed delivery 

and response metrics for that specific email. You 

can go beyond just who you communicated with 

to analyzing who opened, clicked on, and shared 

your information (pro tip: include some of this 

information into your meeting/hearing summary 

report).

The beauty of these topic lists is that you can not 

only add specific email address to these email 

lists, but these lists continue to grow as more 

people sign up for your topic.  Be creative about 

how you can communicate to your stakeholders; 

these communications serve as a great way to 

not only notify about public input opportunities – 

but to close the circle of involvement by notifying 

them about how their input was used.  

Following are some great examples of the types 

of email blasts sent by our districts and divisions:

Meeting/hearing announcements 

Construction updates/project updates

Comment deadline reminders

Meeting/hearing summary report posting 
announcements 

MetroQuest survey feedback emails (here’s what 
we heard)

(Bang the Table and Social Pinpoint)

Stakeholder meeting updates and newsletter 
updates

Training/presentation announcements

GovDelivery/Email Blast Tips

Add graphics, images and/or videos to your email 

blast to spark interest

Only send information that people asked for and 

is relevant to the topic; people will unsubscribe 

if it starts to feel like spam, which hurts the 

credibility of all TxDOT topics

Minimize use of all caps, exclamation points 

(especially in the subject line) and be careful with 

overstating urgent items 

Avoid attaching files; all documents should be 

linked – otherwise, most emails will not pass 

server spam filters, and subscribers will be 

hesitant to open the email or attachment

Read through tips on how to make your emails 

accessible to all audiences; you can also send 

translated emails

Promote the ability for the public to sign up for 

email updates within your PI communication 

materials (i.e. “Sign up to receive project email 

updates”) and provide email sign-up sheets during 

in-person events to grow your list

Resources

Review some example success stories using GovDelivery (offered by Granicus); click to choose

Learn more about the types of metrics measured in the Bulletin Analytics Report summary, such as 

percentage delivered, email open rates, number of clicks per bulletin and more – this helps you to 

improve future email blasts

The toolkit 

contains outreach materials such as display 

ads, postcards, door hangers and newsletters 

that can be used for a multitude of projects. In 

addition, the resource includes fact sheet and 

exhibit board options to use for meetings. The 

templates provide up to four different designs 

that you can choose from and are built in easily 

accessible PowerPoint documents. Choose the 

technique, the design, and then just fill it in with 

your project-specific content. This is meant to 

complement the Environmental Division Public 

Involvement Materials. The toolkit provides 

even more efficiency for districts, divisions and/

or consultants to create their own PI materials; 

however, we recommend that all materials 

continue to be reviewed by the PI Section to 

ensure best practice standards and for public-

friendly language.

As you may have already heard, TxDOT procured three online engagement vendors for our district and 

division partners that continue to advance our TxDOT Public Involvement Policy. We provide an overview 

of these three technologies below, and we welcome you to reach out to your PI specialist to assist you 

if you are interested in adding any of these tools to your public involvement efforts. We also developed 

additional resources, including a comparison guide and question guide to further your knowledge of the 

tools and to help you pick the best tool.

We’ve provided just a few examples below; if you would like to receive more information or if you would 

like to schedule a presentation, please reach out to the PI Section team. 

MetroQuest (existing vendor, extended contract) is an online survey tool that offers the public a way 

to learn about and provide feedback on TxDOT projects. This survey tool facilitates the opportunity to 

collect meaningful input from the public on priorities, visual preferences, scenarios, trade-offs and 

budgeting. It features visually compelling surveys using images, interactive maps and colorful buttons. 

MetroQuest Includes: 

Visually appealing interactive survey

Accessibility across various devices – smartphones, desktop, tablets, kiosks

Opportunity to educate the public and collect informed input quickly 

Robust quantitative and qualitative data 

MetroQuest Considerations:

MetroQuest provides survey sharing options through social media and email 

Aside from English, MetroQuest can only support one alternate language

MetroQuest surveys are not Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) accessible as screen readers often 

can’t process its highly visual and interactive tools; although, there are some workaround options you 

can discuss with the PI Section team such as PDF, Word or SurveyMonkey surveys

MetroQuest Provides Robust Survey Capabilities

Social Pinpoint (new contract) is an online platform that offers a focused range of robust engagement 

tools for TxDOT projects. Unique interactive mapping capabilities spur meaningful public participation 

that informs and educates, while budgeting activities, ideas walls, surveys, and forums, enable further 

exploration and involvement. Social Pinpoint facilitates engagement that fits any project’s needs, 

whether that’s a single outreach effort, a multi-phase campaign that evolves across the life of a 

project, or anything in between. 

Social Pinpoint Includes: 

Attractive, feature-rich engagement tools that provide a novel, informative experience for participants

Clutter-free, mobile-friendly design that is convenient to access and easy to use 

Variety of graphic reports or Excel result reports

Easily summarizes public comments with built-in sentiment analysis 

Social Pinpoint Considerations: 

Offers the public the ability to react to other ideas/comments by marking others’ posts with simple 

thumbs-up or thumbs-down

Content filters can allow option to reject posts or queue them for project team approval before being 

posted publicly; also allows for people to share web links or include images in their contributions to 

help illustrate their ideas

Translated text can be set to automatically display based on user settings, created by either manual 

translation or using Google Translate in 100 languages

ADA compliant; Social Pinpoint uses the latest ADA web content standards for screen readers and 

other accessibility tools

The public can comment without providing any personal information (i.e. name, email address, etc.) 

and there is no-sign up process, but signed-up users are easier to track across multiple engagement 

activities.

Public Transportation Division and San Antonio 
District Kickstarts Social Pinpoint Use

Districts and divisions have already kicked off Social Pinpoint use, starting with the San Antonio district 

and the Public Transportation division:

San Antonio District Uses Interactive Map Tool

The San Antonio District was eager to try Social Pinpoint on its 2023-2026 Rural Transportation 

Improvement Program workshops. The district wanted to give those participating virtually the same 

opportunity to identify priorities and concerns on county maps as those who attend the workshops in 

person. Using the interactive map tool, the district team provided six priority options to drag on a map 

and give feedback for an 11-county area.

BPAC members refined list of Strategic Direction Report Strategies

TxDOT’s BPAC (Bicycle and Pedestrian Advisory Committee) members were officially solicited for 

feedback via SocialPinpoint. They used the online engagement tool to get a stakeholder group to review 

materials and prioritize the most important elements before going into a meeting. The tool saved 

“in-meeting” time and generated valuable discussion.

Bang the Table Platform Offers Eight Online 
Engagement Tools – Such as Ideas, Q&A, 
Stories and Other Tools

Bang the Table (new contract) is an online platform that contains a suite of engagement tools 

focused on encouraging different degrees of community collaboration. With eight tools ranging from 

interactive maps and idea boards to forums and Q&A modules, this easy-to-use system helps to inform 

stakeholders and foster mutual understanding and trust in the planning process. Bang the Table 

facilitates engagement that fits any project’s needs, whether that’s a single outreach effort, a multi-

phase campaign that evolves across the life of a project, or anything in between. 

Bang the Table Includes: 

•Clear, information-focused design that makes complex concepts accessible and encourages feedback

•Mobile-friendly design and printable survey options

•Variety of graphic reports or Excel result reports

•Easily summarizes public comments with built-in sentiment analysis

Bang the Table Considerations

Some tools allow the public an opportunity to engage with each other with comments, images, and 

ideas; some tools only allow the public to see feedback from others but not comment — while other 

tools only allow the public to submit their feedback solely to the project team 

These tools may be used in any combination with optional features that control the amount of live 

collaboration, interaction, and ability to share through social media 

Translated text can be set to automatically display based on user settings, created by either manual 

translation or using Google Translate in 60 languages

ADA compliant; Social Pinpoint uses the latest ADA web content standards for screen readers and 

other accessibility tools

Note: The PI Section team recently discovered that although no formal online registration process is 

required, Bang the Table does require the public to provide a user name and email address if they want 

to contribute to any tool, with the exception of the poll and survey tools. Note that the user name does 

show up to other members of the public, but the email address does not show up anywhere.

The email does not need to be verified; meaning, the public can provide any name and any email 

address for anonymity if they choose. The public can also create a sign-in for easier access in the 

future if desired (if you turn on the registration feature).

The PI Section will help design the online engagement sites; we require six weeks lead time, depending 

on complexity

May require routine moderation and engagement by platform/project team

Online engagement sites will be linked off TxDOT website project pages; these tools will NOT replace 

our need to have a txdot.gov project page

There is no cost to districts/divisions to use

Some key differences in the tools

MetroQuest and Social Pinpoint offer the public an opportunity to provide anonymous feedback; Bang 

the Table does require the public provide a user name (can be any name) and an email (can be any 

email) to provide feedback on any of their tools, with the exception of polls and surveys. You can make 

adding personal information optional (i.e. name, email, phone, etc.) in Social Pinpoint.

MetroQuest surveys cannot be changed once live; Social Pinpoint and Bang the Table online 

engagement sites can be edited once live and the public can view the results in real-time 

Bang the Table and Social Pinpoint offer moderation and ability to review/approve comments prior to 

posting to the site  

MetroQuest has more limited options for ADA accessibility but does provide some workaround options; 

Bang the Table and Social Pinpoint provide stronger accessibility standards and options 

MetroQuest gains feedback for the project team but is not shown to the public; Social Pinpoint and 

Bang the Table provide opportunities for the public to see what others have said, providing a more 

transparent and collaborative opportunity
