STUDY OVERVIEW

The Interstate 10 (I-10) Texas Corridor Study area follows I-10 in Texas from the
New Mexico state line to the Louisiana state line. The I-10 corridor is one of the
busiest and most important highways in the Texas transportation network.
Approximately 880 miles of I-10 span the state, connecting cities and
communities and providing a pathway for continued economic prosperity. In
keeping with population growth, increasing traffic, and the state’s booming
economy, the Texas Department of Transportation (TxDOT) is conducting a study
of the entire 1-10 corridor in Texas. The I-10 Texas Corridor Study will examine
currently planned transportation projects and analyze safety, connectivity,
bottlenecks, and other mobility issues. Once completed, the study will identify
short-term, mid-term, and long-term improvements to address the needs along
the corridor.
