Agency Meeting Overview 

The Texas Department of Transportation (TxDOT) held a virtual agency meeting on 
December 9, 2020, to share information and gather input on the SH 225 and I-610E 
Planning and Environmental Linkages (PEL) Study. The meeting was held from 9:30 - 
10:30 a.m., via GoToMeeting. Eleven representatives of state and local agencies 
attended the meeting.  

A total of 19 federal, state and local agencies were invited to the meeting via email and 
postal mail. These invitations included a fact sheet about the study. A follow-up 
calendar invitation with meeting login instructions was emailed to those who confirmed 
attendance. An email reminder was also sent the day before the meeting. The invitation 
list, which indicates attendees, is attached to this report as Attachment B. 

TxDOT and its consultant, Entech Civil Engineers, made a presentation to introduce the 
PEL Study, discuss the role of the agencies, provide key study elements, discuss 
existing and future conditions, and discuss next steps. A series of survey questions 
were presented throughout the presentation with instant results displayed for further 
discussion. The presentation ended with a question and answer session providing 
attendees the opportunity to comment.
